PARISH FINANCES Every parish is struggling financially at the
moment, and we are no different. As we approach the end of the finan-
cial year I would like to thank you all for your continued financial
support to our parishes, especially during the past, incredibly difficult
year. Both parishes have run at a deficit this year, particularly the
Parish of The Immaculate Conception where we have carried out some
building works (presbytery chimney, kitchen, bathrooms and the
sacristy roof). From January 2021, the levies that every parish pays to
the Archdiocese (for curial support etc) have increased substantially.
